1. Operating environment security
(A) Keep the operating environment clean and bright. Messes and darkness cause 

accidents. 
(B) Keep the workplace free of explosives, such as �ammable liquids, �ammable 

gas, and dust, which can damage eyes and skin during operation. 
(C) Do not use the dryer in the bath or in water and avoid touching the ground or 

�oor , as this may lead to electric shock. 
(D) Keep children away from the operating space to avoid accidents. 

2. Machine security
(A) The plug must match the socket. Do not  modify the plug in any way. Doing so 

increases the risk of  electric shock.
(B) Avoid contacting metal or sources of heat during operation, such as pipes, 

sinks, and refrigerators. Contacting these increases the risk of shock. 
(C) Avoid touching the �oor with the machine to reduce the risk of electric shock.
(D) To prolong the machine's life, use the slowest wind speed and stop heating 

before turning the machine on or o�.
(E) In order to not be shocked or cause a short circuit, don't put sharp things into 

the machine. 
(F) Damaged wires should be sent to the maintenance department or profession-

als for replacement. 
(G) In order to not damage the machine, please don't hit or drop the machine. 

3. Personal security 
(A) If there is something wrong with the machine after using it for some time, 

please contact professionals for service.
(B) Don't put hands into the wind inlet or wind outlet. 
(C) Don't put sharp things into the machine, as it may cause electric shock or short 

circuit. 
(D) Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the 

appliance. 
(E) The appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with 

reduced physical, sensory, or mental capabilities or lack of experience and 
knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction.

4. Instructions and notes 
(A) The dryer is very dangerous in that the on/o� switch is di�cult to reach 

during operation, so the unit must be controlled well and safely during 
operation. 

(B) Before regulating or storing the dryer or replacing accessories, unplug the 
machine to avoid it being turned on by accident. 

(C) Keep the idle dryer away from children's reach. 
(D) To prolong the machine's lifetime, clean the fur in the wind inlet and outlet 

Installation 
Unplug before installing, repairing, or replacing the windpipe. 
A. Set soft pipe: set pipe on the connector, then twist the pipe in the direction 

the arrow indicates.
B. Set plastic wind pipe: choose one pipe you need, set it on the connector, 

then twist the pipe in the direction the arrow indicates. 
C. Set vertical support: set machine into support's long pipe. 
D. Set stainless steel windpipe: connect pipe with connector, then twist the 

pipe in the direction the arrow indicates.
E. Set wall hanger support: use screw to �x support on wall, and use screw to 

connect support with machine. For more details, see the instructions in the 
support’s packaging. 

F. Set portable dryer's windpipe: choose one pipe you need, then twist the pipe 
in the direction the arrow indicates.

G. Set pole to turn in any direction: �x clip on the grooming table, twist the 
knob on the clip to attach to the pole, then attach the machine to the pole.
